NICE RING YOU’RE WEARING, “PEVS”! CONGRATULATIONS TO RICH PEVERLEY ’04, AN OUTSTANDING
PERFORMER FOR THE 2010-11 STANLEY CUP CHAMPION BOSTON BRUINS! 

Saints fans are justly proud of alumni Bill Torrey ’57 and Ray Shero ’84, who as General Managers of the NHL New York
Islanders and Pittsburgh Penguins assembled Stanley Cup-winning teams. Proud, too, of Mike Keenan ’74, who coached the NY
Rangers to the cup in 1995, and Ron Waske ’69, trainer on those four Islander titleists. Joining these distinguished gentlemen in elite
territory is Rich Peverley ’04, the first former Saint to play on a cup-winning team. Traded to the Bruins midway through the 2011-
12 season by the Atlanta Thrashers, Rich found an immediate home with the Bs as the ultimate team player, performing admirably
wherever and whenever Coach Claude Julien asked him to play. “. . . with no disrespect to Thornton . . . comparing him to Peverley is
like comparing a Swiss Army knife to a steak knife,” Matt Kalman wrote in the Boston Herald. “Peverley just brings a lot more to the
table.” On the road to Hockey’s Grail “Pevs” played on several different lines as well as spotting on the power play and penalty kill.
When clutch goal-scorer Nathan Horton was sidelined in the finals Rich took his place on the first line, responding with timely goals
and assists and robust two-way play, racking up 11 points on four goals and seven assists during the playoffs. Longtime Saints
followers are of course pleased but probably not surprised; Rich led the Saints men in scoring for three consecutive seasons between
2002 and 2004, and earned his progress from the minors to the NHL with effort and dedication. A big Well Done! To Pevs!

Here are Rich’s own words describing his experience.”The 2010 season was one that I will never forget! Starting the season
in Atlanta then being traded to an original six team was truly a once in a life time opportunity. The Bruins had a great chance to not
only go deep in the Stanley Cup playoffs but also had a team that could win the whole thing. Boston is such an incredible city. I have
never seen such passionate and loyal fans for any sport in a city like there is in Bean town. Once the playoffs had begun I really felt
more and more confident in my abilities to contribute in a role that could help us win. One of the main reasons I believe that we did
win was our depth. We had contributions from every member of that team. Each player took a role and played it to the best of their
abilities and that gave us an edge over our opponents. When you are on championship teams you really believe that you will win. I
remember this feeling my first year at SLU. During the 2001 ECAC championships in Lake Placid, I think everyone in that locker
room knew we were going to win. There have been so many people throughout my career that have helped me get to where I am
today. Joe Marsh, Chris Wells, Bob Prier, Jay Heinbuck and Mike Hurlbut all were significant in my development at SLU as a hockey
player and more importantly as a person. I developed so many wonderful relationships in Canton that still hold a major piece in my
life. Thank you to all the citizens of Canton, faculty and staff for all the support during the playoffs. “
